Check for gaps in weather-stripping •	

around doors, fireplace dampers, 

attic hatches and air conditioners.

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Seasonal Rate Change
Effective November 1, 2008, Regulated Price Plan (RPP) electricity rates were 
increased by the Ontario Energy Board to 5.6 cents per kilowatt hour up to 
1,000 kWh each month and 6.5 cents per kilowatt hour above that threshold. 
RPP prices are based on a 12-month forecast, designed to provide stable and 
predictable electricity pricing and ensure that the price consumers pay better 
reflects the price paid to electricity generators. If you purchase electricity from 
an electricity retailer, you will continue to pay the retailer’s contract price.

When necessary, Enersource will 
remove or trim trees that grow too 
close to power lines to limit any 
interference in service and ensure 
public safety.
